[Dunia Nusatara—Indonesia Nusantara World -]

The Republic of Indonesia (Indonesian: Republik Indonesia) is an island nation located in Southeast Asia, consisting of 15,000 large and small islands, and is also known as the world’s largest Islamic
country with a population of over 270 million people.

“Dunia Nusatara” in the title of this exhibition literally means “ Nusantara World.” Nusantara is an Old Javanese word meaning archipelago and refers to the area ruled by the Hindu Majapahit Kingdom
which flourished in central-eastern Java from 1293 to 1478. Nusantara has a vast territory centered on present-day Java Island, Sumatra Island to the west, Kalimantan Island and Sulawesi Island to the
south, and part of New Guinea Island to the east, and is the largest in the history of the South Sea dynasties. This prosperity was achieved by Gadjah Mada who was the prime minister of the Majapite
kingdom at the time. The legend of Gadjah Mada, who is still passed down as a hero of Indonesia since ancient times.

" What is Indonesian art?” Dr. Ismet’s depiction of Gunungan is a special motif that signals the start of a wayang performance, which is known for traditional shadow puppetry. Gunungan has the image of a
sacred mountain and it is said that there are three worlds within the mountain : the heavenly world, the middle world, and the earthly world. Traditional Indonesian art represents a cosmic mountain that
connects these three worlds and like the Borobudur Temple in Central Java, it shows a three-dimensional mandala world that represents the Buddhist cosmology. Sacred beasts appear around Space
Mountain sending the souls of saints who have finished their lives on this earth to the heavenly world.

The World of Nusantara is an exhibition that provides an opportunity to think about art culture and educational activities within the larger framework of Asia rather than being limited to the art culture of
Indonesia. While the worlds of works drawn by Indonesian artists may give you a sense of the art connections that they share with Japan, you may also be reminded of the cultural differences in religion,
customs and other areas. Nusantara is a word that evokes a rich tradition and curiosity for Indonesian people and the fusion of tradition and innovation can be seen in the world of contemporary Indonesian

visual art.

or the Three Worlds: the Upper World (spiritual realm), the Middle World (realm of desire and materialism), and the

Lower World (realm of the subconscious and imagination). Today s society tends to focus on the pursuit of power

tendency, resulting in a visualization that juxtaposes various signs, icons, codes, and symbols.

Tatooed Arjuna represents the mythical character Arjuna from the Pandawa Lima. Arjuna is depicted as calm,
handsome, and an excellent archer. In this work, Arjuna is portrayed with tattoos covering his entire body and dressed
in pop-culture attire. This juxtaposition is intended to present an icon that blends traditional and modern styles,

highlighting the contrast between spirituality and contemporary consumerism.

Septian Harri Yoga is an artist born in Jakarta on September 4, 1977. Currently residing in Bandung, West Java, Septian completed his education in the Department of
Sculpture, Faculty of Art and Design, ITB in 2004. His sculptures are crafted from andesite stone, steel, aluminum, and duralumin, with a strong emphasis on the
creative process, which is an important aspect of workshop or studio tradition. He enjoys the processes of splitting stone, cutting duralumin, shaping, smoothing, and
meticulously polishing them. As a result, his sculptures appear very smooth yet play with many associative forms. His works also explore kinetic art, a genre that attracts
the interest of contemporary Indonesian artists. The lightweight and floating forms, as well as the intricately sculpted forms without angles, display a certain strength
in his sculptures.

Septian has held several solo exhibitions, including “F = Gravitasi” at Semarang Gallery (2022), “Circle” at Wot Batu Sunaryo Art Space, Bale Project Bandung (2018),
“‘Putih” at Edwin’ s Gallery, Jakarta Art District (2011), and “Minimalis/Maximalis” at Galeri Lontar, Jakarta (2007). He has also participated in various group exhibitions

Art Jakarta, “Ekspansi” at Galeri Nasional Indonesia (2011), “Motion/Sensation” at Edwin’ s Gallery (2011), “Pose Historia” in Singapore (2010), “CIGE 2009" in

Beijing (2009), “Manifesto” at Galeri Nasional Indonesia (2008), and “Keramik untuk Kartini” at Galeri Soemardja, Bandung (2000). In addition to sculpture, Septian
also creates photographic works to complement his sculptures.
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ARTIST' S STATEMENT

The expression “the Japan-Indonesia cooperation is like sakura from Java™ paints a beautiful and meaningful picture.

This can be interpreted as illustrating that the collaboration between Japan and Indonesia possesses a beauty,

gentleness, and purity similar to the sakura blossoms in Japan, yet originating from Java, an island rich in culture and enchanting nature.
On a deeper level, this expression also reflects the values of mutually beneficial cooperation between the two countries,

where each can learn from the other and grow together, much like the blend of sakura’ s beauty and Java’ s cultural richness.

The sculpture work Sakuro from Java, inspired by the many Japanese brands produced in Indonesia, is an intriguing example of

how culture and industry influence each other. By incorporating Japanese and Indonesian elements into such artistic works,

it may reflect the close relationship between the two countries in terms of both economy and culture.

Indeed, industrial cooperation between Indonesia and Japan has been one of the most productive in the Asian region.
Japan has long been a major investor in Indonesia, and many well-known Japanese brands manufacture their goods in Indonesia for

both local and global markets. Conversely, Indonesia draws inspiration from Japanese culture and technology in various aspects of life,

iIncluding art and design.

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Artist’ s Statement:
In the joint exhibition with Japan titled “Nusantara World,” I created a work titled ‘Treak.” This piece, depicting
a scream, was inspired by the iconic painting ‘The Scream’ by Edward Munch as well as traditional Indonesian

artworks. The essence of ‘Treak’ is embodied through the use of traditional visual language, particularly by
adopting the form of Keris Sajen, a ceremonial keris deeply rooted in Indonesian culture.

The creation of Treak’ adheres to traditional principles, starting with the Mitembean Ceremony, a ritualistic
process integral to initiating artistic endeavors in certain Indonesian traditions. This ceremonial process is
complemented by traditional forging techniques, ensuring that the work not only visually aligns with historical
aesthetics but also embodies the cultural skills of the past.

‘Treak’ serves as a sharp social critique, arising from careful observation of contemporary societal issues.
The work reflects a growing concern over the younger generation’ s increasing detachment from their cultural
heritage. With the acceleration of globalization and modernization, there has been a noticeable decline in the

engagement with and appreciation for traditional cultural practices and values. ‘Treak’ aims to highlight this
cultural erosion, inviting viewers to recognize and address the widening gap between the nation’ s cultural roots

Ibnu Pratomo and its future generations. Through this work, I strive to provoke thought and inspire a renewed connection with
